1. Install steel in-wall brackets following manufacturers recommendation in the following video. 

a. https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=JeCHV377MJY 
 

2. The decorative finished arms will be installed after the wall is completed and sink is installed. 
a. These are mainly decorative and can be installed in drywall with the supplied anchors, but they install more securely 

if blocking can be provided behind the finished wall. 
 

3. Finish wall leaving only horizontal portions of the steel brackets exposed. 
 

4. If using deck mounted faucets, it may be easiest to install before setting the sink onto the wall brackets. 
 

5. Set and secure the sink on the steel brackets using a bead of marble safe construction adhesive or caulk such as Dap Kwik 
Seal Ultra. 

 
6. This adhesive or caulk should also be used to seal and secure the sink to the wall. 

 
7. Fasten drain to vessel per drain instructions.  Use only stain free plumbers putty that is safe for marble.  Test on a small 

hidden area of the sink first. 
 

8. Attach supply lines to faucet 
 

9. Using white gloves provided, carefully layout all metal fittings for the decorative wall unit arms on a protected surface.  
Assembly will be required using the included allen wrench. 

 
10. Assemble each arm completely (see attached diagram).  For sinks with holes in the bottom front corners, the collar on the 

upright tube should be set approximately 3/8” down from the top. 
 

11. Installing one arm at a time, dry fit the arm into place being sure the upright tube sits up into the recess on the underside of the 
sink if present.  You may need to loosen the set screws and adjust tubing lengths. 
 

12. With help, have someone hold a level on the horizontal tube while you mark the holes for the wall fitting.   
 

13. Remove the arm and prep the wall for anchors or screws. 
 

a. If installing into drywall, set the provided blue drywall anchors into position. 
b. If you have blocking or a stud behind the wall fitting, predrill holes to better accept the screws 

 
14. Mix JB Weld until very pliable and fill in each hole on the underside of the sink.  Be sure the holes are clean and dry. 

 
15. Firmly press the upright tubing into the JB Weld while positioning the wall fitting to the wall and screwing in. 

 
16. Start with top screw, being careful not to mar the tube or fitting finishes.  Tighten this screw sufficiently to hold the arm in place 

with no sagging. 
 

17. Install bottom, left, then right screws taking care not to overtighten.  Excessive tightening will move the arm down, left or right 
and away from the sink. 
 

18. Repeat for the other arm. 
 

19. Allow the adhesives and JB Weld to set before using.
